I Always use a soft surface (such as carpet or cardboard) when assembling your
product to avoid scratching or damaging the surface of the product.

! Bulky items such as wardrobes and bunk beds should be assembled in the room they
will be used in as they may not fit through a door once assembled.

I Never use any glue until you are certain that the parts belong together.

! Periodically check and re-tighten all fasteners. Check the product care label or
website for product care instructions.

Attach the Connector (H2) to the Table Leg Frame (P2) using 2 x Bolts (H1), using the

Allen Key (H3).

Do not fully tighten the Bolts (H1).

tightening with the Allen Key (H3).

Do not fully tighten the Bolts (H1).
Repeat the same process for the other Table Leg (P3).

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8 xBolts | 1xAllen Key
(H1) (H3)

@ Note:We recommend assembling the table on a soft surface
@ to minimise the risk of damaging the table.

8 x Washers | 4xLevelling Feet
(H4) (H5) (H5)

Align the assembled legs (P2,P3) onto the Table Top (P1) and attach using 8 x Bolts (H1)
and 8 x Washers (H4), tightening with the Allen Key (H3).
Do not fully tighten the Bolts (H1).

Attach 4 x Levelling Feet (H5) to the bottom of each leg (P2,P3) by screwing clockwise
until tight.

With assistance, turn the table over. Ensure the frame is stable. You may now fully
tighten all Bolts (H1) using the Allen Key (H3).

Ifrequired, the Levelling Feet (H5) can be adjusted by turning anti-clockwise or ¢~

clockwise as required so the table is leveled with the ground . ﬁf
