Please make sure you have all these parts before you start.



Step 1

You will need:

4 x Medium Bolts
(H2)

4 x Washers
(H3)

NOTE: LEG GOES
FLUSH INTO CORNER

Insert Front Legs (P3) into the corresponding holes in Seat Frame (P2). Attach using
4 x Washers (H3) and 4 x Medium Bolts (H2). Do not fully tighten bolts, leave a little loose at this stage.

Step 2

You will need:

4 x Long Bolts
(H1)

4 x Washers
(H3)
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Attach Seat Frame (P2) to Back Frame (P1) using 4 x Washers (H3) and
4 x Long Bolts (H1). Hand tighten to 80%.




Step 3

You will need:

1x Washer

1 x medium Bolts

(H2) W
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Insert 1 x medium Bolt (H2) and 1x Washer (H3) and hand tighten to 80%.

Step 4
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Apply downward pressure on the seat pad to ensure the chair is level before tightening all bolts
firmly with Allen Key.
